female German Shepherd, in 

the car for the ride to Robin-

sonõs Rescue.  We arrived at 

8am sharp, and my foster 

mom let me hang out in the 

car while she filled out  the 

paper work and listened to the 

preoperative information about 

my procedure.  I was hungry 

because I hadnõt had food or 

water since midnight, but very 

excited to meet the staff at 

Robinsonõs Rescue.  The vet 

assistant greeted me with a big 

hug and cheerful voice, and 

took me to the back to get on 

the scale.  Then she held me 

and made me feel comfortable 

while the veterinarian checked 

me out from head to toe.  She 

examined my eyes, nose, 

gums, and listened to my chest 

and heart.  This was very im-

portant to me, because I have 

heartworms and they needed 

to make sure I was healthy 

enough for my surgery.  Once I 

was cleared for surgery, the 

veterinarian game me a pre-

med injection in my skin, it felt 

like a bee sting and made me 

groggy.  I hung out in my ken-

nel for a little while and  I could 

hear the (continued below)

 

A Dogõs Eye View of Surgery Day 

Inside Story Headline  

entered the abdomen.  My 

ovaries and uterus were re-

moved carefully and all the 

arteries were ligated to prevent 

bleeding.  My incision was 

closed with three layers of  

absorbable sutures, and my 

skin was then apposed to-

gether. I also got a little green 

skin tattoo to let everyone 

know that I have been spayed!  

Then  I was given a pain medi-

cation injection, an antibiotic 

injection, and my rabies vac-

cine because I had never had a 

rabies vaccine.  I was then ex-

tubated and recovered on thick 

blankets where the veterinary 

staff could watch me and 

make sure that I was doing ok 

the whole recovery.  Then I 

remember waking up and be-

ing carried back to my kennel.  

I spent the next couple of hours 

resting, and having the veteri-

veterinary assistants and tech-

nicians check in the other ani-

mals and get prepared for sur-

gery. When it was my turn, I 

was carried into the pre-

operative room, where the vet-

erinary technician put an IV 

catheter in my arm to give me 

fluids during surgery, once the 

catheter was in I was then 

given my induction anesthesia.  

After this part on, I do not re-

call anything, because I was 

intubated and maintained on 

2% Isoflurane the whole sur-

gery.  I have been told this is 

what happenedé..I was turned 

over on my back and my abdo-

men was prepped for surgery.   

The veterinary assistant shaved 

and cleaned my belly by doing 

a surgical scrub, and then I was 

moved into the surgery room.  

The Veterinarian made a small 

incision on my mid-line and

I got wa-

ter and yummy food and they 

took me outside to use the rest-

room and checked on my inci-

sion!  I spent the night in my 

comfortable kennel, which was 

nice because I could just sleep 

and relax.  The next morning the 

veterinary staff checked my 

incision carefully, and took me 

outside again. At 7:30am my 

foster mom was there to listen 

to the post-operative instruc-

tions carefully, pay, and pick me 

up! She bought an e-collar for 

me too so there was no chance 

I would be tempted to lick my 

incision. And, best of all, about 

a week after my surgery I found 

my forever home with a wonder-

ful loving family!
